The result is a
bones production called
The Dream Chaser — a mav
erick approach to the “man
on the street” where Wall
uges massive doses of
chutzpah to help unknown
dreamers chase their life
long dreams

The segments are un
scripted, and offer audi
ences a rare fusipn of slick,
wry humour and inyour
face gritty human drama
on the streets of Toronto.
His goal? To show that any
thing is possible

The sometimes-edgy
show keeps its groove by
constantly refreshing the
roster of “dream” segments.
Wall has helped a waitress
become a cover model; a

singer to chase his dream of
becoming a recording artist
for a major label.

Plans are also Dbeing
made for Wall to take the
show to the Orient. But
when he began, however,
naysayers tried to deter
him.

“Everybody we spoke to
told us the concept was un-
realistic. But now tens of
thousands of people are
writing letters and e-mails
and want their dreams ful-
filled,” says Wall.

His partner, Brian Kor-
son, has helped the dream-
ers too, by loaning more
than a halfmillion dollars
worth of digital equip-
ment, and hundreds of
hours of his time, risking
his own safety, to shoot and
produce six dream chaser
pieces

To add an air of ele
gance, Wall also uses a
chauffeur to shuttle him-
self and the dreamer on
their quest. The Dream
Chaser segments are even-
tually aired on big screens
at live shows, in informal
cafe-like environs.
